The Research Plan for the Department of History


The scientific research is a systematic scientific effort aimed at uncovering scientific truths that serve the interests of humanity, using methods of observation and scientific reasoning.

Regulations and Conditions for Conducting Research
First: Regarding the Research Team
1. The team must be qualified and possess a high level of skill and specialization to conduct the research.
2. The researcher must have full knowledge of the scientific subject matter of the intended research.
3. The researcher must adhere to scientific and methodological principles at all stages of the research process.

Second: Regarding the Research Projects
1. All research proposals must be submitted to the Research Ethics Committee in order to evaluate their scientific merit and ensure they meet ethical standards.
2. The review committee must be independent of the research team.
3. The researcher must obtain approval or a permit from the committee before commencing the research.
4. The Research Ethics Committee should conduct further review when necessary during the research process, including assessing the progress of the research.
5. The Research Ethics Committee may receive funding for reviewing research protocols, but under no circumstances may it offer or accept money in exchange for approval or permission for proposed protocols.

Third: Documentation, Publication, and Media Guidelines
1. Ethical responsibility for the provision and publication of research findings lies with the research team and the affiliated faculty.
2. Upon publication, recognized international standards for documentation and publication must be followed.

Fourth: Research Funding Regulations
1. Funding must not be conditional upon anything that contradicts the principles and regulations of scientific research.
2. The research must be conducted in a scientifically and methodologically sound manner, and the funding body, whatever it may be, must have no interference in the research results or how the research is conducted.
3. Avoid situations where funding sources might be suspicious or illegal.
4. The workflow and phases of the research must not be influenced by financial support or gifts from funding entities.
